LIBRARY TRUSTEES PASS UNANIMOUSLY

LONG-RANGE PLAN FOR NEXT FIVE YEARS

At the July Board of Trustees meeting, the Boyle County Public Library board passed unanimously the recommended report from the Long-Range Planning Committee (LRP), which looked at library services for the next five years. Ten months in the making, the LRP document reflected months of public input from individuals, agencies, and organizations, ranging from the public schools, United Way, Cooperative Extension, Community Education, Workforce Development, Community Arts Center, and Bluegrass Community Technical College.

Underlying the entire plan is the library’s desire and intention to be a significant and pro-active player in the life of Danville and Boyle County through educational, cultural, and professional programs and services.

The major goals of the five-year plan include expanded outreach programs and community partnerships, staff training and development, awareness and marketing emphases, program diversity, collection development, and hospitality.

Several of the recommendations will be implemented within the next few months. In response to the public’s request for longer operating hours, several positions will be added to handle the extra workload, including nights and weekends. Parking spaces will be enlarged and more will be added, with additional greenspace, on the recently purchased property at Broadway and Fourth. The new park-like setting will integrate the entire library property and provide space for outdoor activities.

Ten years ago the library made the critical decision to remain in downtown Danville, and the new long-range plan supports that position in creative, vibrant and significant ways. Already a “destination” library that has won awards for its architectural design, the Boyle County Public Library is actively committed to enriching the lives of its patrons and the surrounding community.
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
